So, now that the small talk is out of the way, le tôs jump straight into the purpose of 

this report ï teaching you step -by -step how to build your own professional website.  

To build your own site, I use and recommend a free software product called 

WordPress.  

 

WordPress is web -based software you can use to  create a beautiful website or blog. 

Many people like to say that WordPress is both free and priceless at the same time.  

The core software is built by hundreds of community volunteers, and when youôre 

ready for more , there are thousands of plugins and them es available to transform 

your site into almost anything you can imagine. Over 25 million people have chosen 

WordPress to power the place on the web they call ñhomeò ðand now itôs your turn 

to join the family.  

WordPress is an Open Source  project . Amongst o ther things, this  means you are 

free to use it for anything from your catôs home page to a Fortune 500 web site 

without paying anyone a license fee and a number of other important freedoms.  

WordPress started a s just a blogging system, but has evolved to be used as full 

content management system  (CMS) and so much more through the thousands of 

plu gins, widgets, and themes , WordPress is li mited only by your imagination.  

You can visit the WordPress site here: http://wordpress.org/  but you wonôt need to 

download a copy of it from there. Weôll get to that task in a minute.

1 requirement for any website is a domain name (e.g.: myfirstsit e.com, 

businessprovider.com, etc.) You can purchase a standard .com, .net or .org domain 

name via Hostgator WordPress Hosting  when purchasing your hosting account 

(instructions on the next page) OR you can use a domain name you already own, or 

purchase a d omain name from another domain name provider.  

To purchase country -specific domain names such as .com.au, find a list of 

recommended domain providers here: http://sbmtv.co/domains   

2) When youôre ready to purchase your hosting account, click this link 

http://sbmtv.co/hosting  to get started.

Choose a hosting plan (I recommend the B aby Plan) from the drop -down menu, 

and then click the ORDER NOW button:  

 



 

Register a new domain name, or enter one you already own into the field on the 

right. Also enter smallbusinessmarketingtv  (no spaces between the words) into 

the coupon code field t o get your first monthôs hosting free. Then click the Continue 

to Step 2 button:  

 

 



 

Confirm your hosting package details and enter your own account username & 

Security Pin (obviously the below examples are fake , just to show you how to fill in 

the form ï please use your own details!):  

 



 

Complete billing information & enter your credit card (or PayPal) payment details 

(once again, obviously the below examples are fake just to show you how to fill in 

the form ï please use your own details!):  

 



 

Confirm o rder details (note the coupon credit listed if you correctly entered 

smallbusinessmarketingtv ) by clicking on the check box at the bottom, then 

click the Create Account Button:  

 



 

You will receive a Welcome email which contains your account login  details to 

access your hosting ac count:  

 

Take note of the 2 Nameserver lines listed  (highlighted in the red box above) . You 

will need to know these details IF you wish to use a domain name purchased 

outside of  Hostgator WordPress Hosting .  



There you have it.  You  now have a registered domain name & hosting service set 

up and ready to go. The next step is to login to your hosting account and set up 

your WordPress site.  

cPanel ɀ How to Install WordPress  
Your hosting account is managed from your cPanel (short for Con trol Panel). Your 

cPanel is the management interface for your hosting service and gives you point & 

click simple management control over just about everything that happens in your 

hosting. To access your cPanel, click the link titled ñYour Control Panel ò in your 

Welcome email:  

 

Clicking this link takes you to the login screen. Enter your username & Password 

(from your Welcome email), and click the Login button.  

 



Once youôre inside the Control Panel, scroll down the screen until you get to the 

section ent itled Software/Services , and click the Fantastico De Luxe  icon:  

 

Click on the WordPress option in the Blogs category:  

 



 

 

Next, click on the New Installation link:  

 



 

Stage 1 (of 3)  of installing WordPress requires you to choose an admin username 

& pass word as well as set up your base configuration. If you are using the domain 

you purchased with your Hostgator WordPress H osting account, it should be listed 

in the Install on domain  dropdown box ï select it to ensure your copy of 

WordPress is installed in this domain.  

Do NOT use an obvious password ï try to choose something random, to increase 

security:  

 

Also complete the Base configuration  fields with your own details. The Site 

Name field is normally your domain name (ex: SmallBusinessMarketingTV.com) 



and the Description  field is usually some sort of tagline about your site or 

business.  

Once you have completed the appropriate fields, click the Install WordPress button.  

 

Stage 2 (of 3)  creates a database & user account to allow you to install 

WordPress. It  shows you where WordPress is going to be installed (the domain 

details) and to complete the process, you just have to click the Finish Installation 

button:  

 

Note that thereôs actually nothing to do at this stage beyond clicking the Finish 

Installation bu tton. It is just an information step.



Stage 3 (of 3)  is where WordPress is installed fully, and Fantastico shows you your 

account information, including your username and password. Be sure to write this 

information down and store it safely ï youôll need it to get access to your 

WordPress website from now on. 

 

If youôd also like an additional backup of your installation details (highly 

recommended ), you can enter your email address into the small form at the 

bottom and click the Send E -mail button, to recei ve an email containing all this 

information. Better to be safe than sorry!  

  



Congratulations! You have successfully installed WordPress and built your own 

website! The rest of the information in this report explains how to use WordPress, 

but at this stage , the process of creating your own website is complete!  

Easy wasnôt it? 

 



Getting Started With WordPress  
 

Now that you have installed WordPress, you can visit the home page by clicking on 

the site link that was listed in Step 3. You should see your new we bsite looking 

somewhat similar to the below example site:  

 

It is important for you to understand the terms and features of a WordPress site. 

The following screenshot will help you identify the main sections of any WordPress 

site.  



 

Custom Site Layouts 
Although your default WordPress installation shows up with a single column  (Main 

Content)  and a right hand side sidebar, the most common variants available 

(depending on which Theme you choose) are as follows:  

 



If you wish to choose a different site layout,  we will discuss options further on in 

this book. Just be aware that youôre not stuck with the 1 look. 

How to Login To Your WordPress Site  

 
To make any updates & changes to your new site, you will need to login to it. To 

login, click on the Log in link on the site, similar to the below example:  

 



Your site will then go to the Login page, where you need to enter your  Username 

and Password  (chosen while installing WordPress earlier in the piece) , and then 

click the Log In button.  

 

If you are working on you r own computer and would prefer that your login details 

are stored in this login form  so you donôt have to remember them and manually 

type it in every time, click the Remember Me  check box BEFORE  you click the 

Log In  button for the first time.  

I donôt recommend you choose this option if youôre using someone elseôs 

computer whom you donôt want to have access to login to your site! 

The Lost your password  link should be clicked when you have forgotten your 

password. Wordpress will send  you a password  reset ema il  to the email  address  you 

used when you first installed WordPress . This is why it is important to use an email 

address that works and you actually use.   

If you ever need an alternative way to get to the WordPress Login page, try 

manually typing the foll owing URL into your web browser (but obviously change the 

ñyourdomainname.comò to YOUR domain name:

Your Wordpress Dashboard  
 

Once logged in you will be in the  dashboard. This is the area that you want to take 

the time to get to know as you will be using it all the time.  

 

As this is such an important feature I will go over it in more detail.  

Your dashboard provides you with a wealth of information about your site and from 

the wordpress community in general.  Changes to your wordpress site will be made 

from your dashboard. This includes changing your theme, adding plugins and 

performing important updates.  

To ensure that you see all of this information you need  to click on the Screen 

Options  toggle in the top right hand corner of your dashboard.  

 

This will open up to reveal a more detailed panel.  

 



You can then checkmark the boxes for the options you would like to see displayed 

in your dashboard.  

The Dashboar d area is also where you will receive notifications of any updates 

required to your plugins and your theme. It is really important to maintain your site 

and do updates regularly. This truly  helps prevent your site from becoming hacked. 

It only takes a coup le of minutes to check for updates and you should do this at 

least once a week.  

From th e dashboard  area you will create your new posts and pages for your site. 

You can also change your settings and the appearance of your wordpress site in 

your dashboard.  

Note: while working in the dashboard area you can look at your site ôs home page 

by holding down the Ctrl key on your keyword while right -clicking the  name of your 

site , OR, right -click on the  site name  link and choose one of the options highlighted 

below . Either option will open up a new tab  or window and you will see your siteôs 

home page.

Next I will give you a quick overview of your dashboard menu , as seen below.

As you hover o n each menu item,  an arrow will appear that , when clicked, expands  

the tab. Take a few minutes to try this out for yourself.  For example , try clicking 

on the Posts tab and you will see that it provides you with options for adding a new 

post,  and  you can s ee all the posts that you have made. Then there is a section to 

categorize your post s and add posts tags.   

Donôt get overwhelmed by any of this. I will explain to you what this all means and 

show you the steps to take to get your first post up and publish ed.  

  



Setting Up Your Blog 
 

For now we want to concentrate on setting up your site correctly. To do this you  will 

want to go into the Settings tab and expand it as shown on the previous page . 

The General  Setting menu item is where you add your site title , tagline  and 

contact email address . You ôll also want to use the drop  down arrow to select  your 

time zone.   

Whenever you make any changes always hit the Save Changes  button before 

leaving the page.  

 



Notice that the Site Title  & Tagline  have now changed ( based on my modifications 

to those fields, and saving those c hanges):  

 

You can read more about the other options on WordPressôs website  here:

The Discussion section is where you can set up how you want to deal with 

comments and if you want to allow Avatars to be shown on your site or not.  

Privacy Settings is where you want to go in and ensure that the óI would like my 

site to be visible t o everyoneô setting is checked. Otherwise no one will be able to 

find your site.   

Permalinks  

Permalinks are  the name WordPress gives to the look and feel of the URL of each 

post you add  to the site.  In WordPress vernacular, the URL is often called a SLUG 

rather than a URL.  

For example, if you add a new article (or ñpostò) to your site, it will typically be 

identified as ( for example) http://smallbusinessmarketingtv.net/ top -10 -marketing -

t ips  

The / top - 10 - marketing - tips  is the URL  (or SLUG)  of the p ost  and each and every 

post  on a website has its own URL /slug . 

Out of the box, a fresh installation of WordPress will typically name each post with a 

non -user friendly URL format like this:  

http:/ /smallbusinessmarketingtv.net/ ?p=123  

The / ?p=123  is the p ost  URL, but aside from being human -unfriendly, itôs also 

Search Engine unfriendly (making it slightly more difficult for Google and friends to 

clearly identify what your individual post or page is a bout ï this is known as SEO 

(Search Engine Optimisation) ï a topic for later in this book).  

Rather than go into a long -winded , highly complicated and technical explanation of 

all the different options available for configuring your Permalinks to be human a nd 

search engine friendly, I just recommend you configure them  in the following 

manner.

Firstly, youôll need to open the Settings  menu in the Admin Dashboard, and then 

click on the Permalinks  link, like so:  

 

Once you have opened the Permalinks admin page,  enter the following custom code 

/%post_id%/%postname%/  into the appropriate  [Custom Structure]  field:  

Χ and then click on the  button.  



This will configure your WordPress site to now name all posts with the following 

convention:  

/23/post - title - name  

The number (in this case 23) is the UNIQUE identifying number of the post you 

have added to your site, and the / post - title -name  is the p ost  name or title , with 

each word  separated by hyphens.  

As an example, i f your post title  was ñFive Tips To Market Your Website,ò & the Post 

ID was 23,  it would name the post /2 3 /f ive - tips - to - market - your -website . 

Notice that each word is separated by the hyphen, as I described above.  Hereôs the 

real -world example, as seen in my web browser address bar:  

 

Each new post added is assigned its own unique Post ID number automatically by 

WordPress. You canôt change these without some complicated technical know-how, 

so just forget about which numbers appear here and leave WordPress to manage 

how this all works.  



Comments 

 

Comments are  very beneficial to your site and are worth looking at in more detail. I 

will cover why you want to allow comments and how to manage them.  

Comments are great as they provide a way for your readers to interact with your 

site. Usually the more comments you have the more readership and traffic your 

blog is getting. Good comments provide you with links back to someoneôs site. 

If your site is a general site then you will want to allow comments. Some people 

that are promoting a certain product may not want comme nts to be shown. The 

pages are more of the sales type and comments just wouldnôt be appropriate.  

You will be notified to your email address when some posts a comment. The email 

will ask you to moderate the comment. Log into your account and open the 

Comme nts tab.  

When you open the Comments tab you will see the following screen.  



 

Once you have comments they will be listed under the Author area. You will then 

have the option to approve, unapproved, send to trash, or mark as spam.  

The Author section also li sts the email and IP address of the person posting the 

comment. Many times the IP address and email can show you if the person is 

posting a spam comment. Look for several posts from the same addresses and also 

look for email addresses that look totally fak e. With practice you will soon see what 

I mean!  

Comment Moderation  

Comment moderation is very important and provides you with complete control 

over what comments do and do not appear on your site.  

You have the ability to set controls for your comments und er the Settings Tab. 

Navigate to Discussions and then click the box as shown below.  

 

While a comment is shown as pending you have the ability to go in and edit the 

comment. This allows you to send the poster an email and visit their website. This 

is a fa irly quick way to determine if they are truly posting a comment or are 

spamming your site.  

 



 

Under the status column as shown by the arrow you can approve or spam the 

comment.   



Adding Content to Your W ord Press Site 

Now is the time to think about the typ e of content that you want to add to your 

site. Are you building an authority site that will have lots of pages that cover 

different aspects of your topic? Or will your site be focusing on a certain product or 

service?  Will it sell products &/or services o n the site, or will it just capture leads?  

The beauty of using a Content Management System  (CMS) like WordPress is that 

you have the flexibility to add almost any kind of content you w ish to your site, and 

can have as little or much as you wish.  

WordPress sites can be 1 page in size, or 10,000 pages ï itôs up to you. 

And, as long as you can operate a basic word processing application, you can easily 

add or modify the content of your sit e whenever you want, (usually) without 

requiring the html programming skills of a website designer!  

Your home page will usually be the landing page for your site visitors and needs to 

capture their attention immediately. Statistics show that if your visito r does not find 

what they want right away they will click away from your site. This is why this page 

deserves lots of attention.  

There are a few points that you want to take into consideration here. First, is your 

site going to be more of a blog  (the post s on the home page will change over time, 

as you add new content)  or do you want a static page so that your home page 

remains fairly constant.  

Note: I will show you how to set up a static page in the next section of this guide.  

I recommend you actually s ketch out the plan of your site on paper BEFORE you 

start adding content. Hereôs an example to give you some ideas to work with:

When it comes to adding content to your WordPress site, you will usually have 2 

choices:  

A post  or a page  

Whatôs the difference you ask?  

Theyôre actually quite simple to understand: 

In WordPress, you can write either posts or pages. When you're writing a regular άblogέ entry, you write 

a post. Posts automatically appear in reverse chronological order on your blog's home page. Pages, on 

the other hand, are for content such as "About Me," "Contact Me," etc. Pages live outside of the normal 

blog chronology, and are often used to present information about yourself or your site that is somehow 

timeless -- information that is always applicable. You can use Pages to organize and manage any amount 

of content.  

Other examples of common pages include Copyright, Legal Information, Reprint Permissions, Company 

Information, and Accessibility Statement. (By the way, it's a good idea to always have an about page and 

a contact page -- see this advice from Lorelle.)

In general, Pages are very similar to Posts in that they both have Titles and Content and can use your 

site's Presentation Templates to maintain a consistent look throughout your site. Pages, though, have 

several key distinctions that make them quite different from Posts.  

What Pages Are: 

¶ Pages are for content that is less time -dependent than Posts.  

¶ Pages can be organised into pages and sub -pages (in a hierarchical layout)  

¶ Pages can use different Page "Templates" both individually and collectively  

What Pages are not: 

¶ Pages are not Posts, nor are  they excerpts from larger works.  

¶ Pages don't cycle through your blog's home page.  

¶ Pages cannot be associated with Categories nor assigned Tags.  

¶ Pages are not files (such as PDF, etc). They are stored in your WordPress 

database just like Posts are.  

Looking  back at the sample site map on the previous page, youôll notice that certain 

items are obviously pages, while others are obviously posts.  

Since only posts have Categories, the Categories items are obviously posts. The 

News section may well also be suited to using posts, especially if you prefer to add 

new updates to the news section every now and then.  

However, the About, Privacy Policy, Contact Us & Products items are pages.  

At the end of the day, how you choose to structure your own website is entirely u p 

to you. Just keep in mind that a KEY difference between pages & posts is that posts 

are chronologically ordered (i.e. time based) and are better suited to content that 

either changes  or requires updates as separate articles.  

Pages vs. Posts ï Some Real World Examples 

Hereôs an example of a website I built for a client back in 2009. In this site, most of 

the content is in PAGE format, because it is product information that doesnôt change 

regularly, and has stayed stable on the site for nearly 2 years now:

The above screenshot shows the site menu system opened down to the bottom of 

the structure in this manner:  

Products => Air Conditioning => Air Conditioning Brands  

As you can  see, there are plenty of options to look at when you browse the menu 

structure on this site, but the menu items are arranged hierarchically.  

Because pages can be stored in a hiera rchical structure, theyôre perfect for creating 

product - like sites. Posts, o n the other hand, a re  stored inside categories, and are 

then displayed in reverse chronological order on the front page of the website.  

NOTE: It looks like the owner of this site has just had the look & feel (the theme) 

changed in the last week since I wr ote the above, but as near as I can tell, the 

content I created is still on the site with the same/similar menu structureé 

Hereôs an example from my own site:

As you  can see here, my siteôs front page has multiple  posts displayed, each of 

which contains a video and text transcript. Posts (or blog style, if you prefer) are 

ideally suited to sites that want to add lots of informational type content 

(articles/videos/opin ion pieces, etc.)  

Posts are arranged in Categories for the most part, like this (for my above site):

As you can see from the screenshot above, all of the menu items are pages (due to 

their ñtimeless ò nature), but all of the sub - items under the Blog me nu are Posts ï 

articles written and added to the site on a regular basis by Keith (the site owner) .

If you use posts to provid e information then your latest post will always be on top  ï 

remember that Posts are displayed in reversal chronological order on your site. In 

other words, newest to oldest, as you read down the page . This way your [home] 

page is changing each time  you add  a new post . Using posts is great for anyone 

providing information or personal experiences such as a news update , or a step by 

step guide. As you can see from the below screenshot, the oldest post (#1) is at 

the bottom, and the newest post (#3) is at the t op:

Creating A Post 
As previously explained, one of the 2 types of content you can add to a WordPress site is a post. 

Since WordPress was originally designed to be a blogging platform, posts are the quintessential content 

type of a blog. They are time-based, usually displayed in a reverse chronological listing on a WordPress
